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IMPORTANCE OF MEDITATION AND YOGA AMONG B.ED STUDENTS 

 

Meditation and yoga can contribute directly to improved mental focus and concentration 

among students. Both yoga and most forms of meditation include an increased focus on 

breathing techniques. Yoga and meditation involve long, deep, slow breaths, as well as the 

coordination of mental concentration with some kind of structured activity, such as yoga poses, 

breath patterns, chanting or even just focusing your gaze on a specific spot. Yoga combines 

strength and flexibility exercise with relaxation and meditation/mindfulness techniques. Studies 

have shown benefits of yoga in a wide range of mental and physical health problems, including a 

growing body of evidence showing positive effects in children and teens. 

Benefits of Yoga and Meditation     

If practiced regularly, yoga and meditation can yield some progressive results that can be quite 

beneficial for the students as well as for other people in general. Some proven studies have 

revealed that yoga and meditation essentially have a biochemical effect on the human body that 

resembles the benefits of antidepressant and anti-anxiety medications and thus can help a lot to 

relieve mental tension as well as stress. Studies also reveal that in addition to reduced adrenaline 

production, yoga and meditation result in decreased production of the neurotransmitter dopamine 

(lower dopamine levels produce an overall feeling of calm), along with an increase in the 

hormone oxytocin, the bonding hormone resulting in an overall feeling of well-being and trust in 

others. Few benefits of yoga for students include: Improved concentration leading to better 

grades,  Balanced Blood Pressure,  Decreased Absenteeism & Tardiness ,Improved Interpersonal 

Relationships, Enhanced Confidence Level, Sound, Sleep, Relief from Headache and other 

Miscellaneous Problems Improved Calmness and Sharper Brain  
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Importance of Yoga and Meditation 

For a completely healthy bodily function, both yoga and meditation are of great importance, 

practicing yoga can improve physical as well as mental health of an individual whereas 

meditation provides peace of mind and control over the body. All of these activities have been 

shown to help increase the body‘s relaxation response and to reduce the production of adrenaline 

that leads to anxiety. Through meditation and yoga, we tend to control adrenaline level as well as 

the stresses that cause it and can contribute directly to anxiety, nervousness and the distracting 

mental chatter that can build up when we are stressed out. Thus, any activity that can help 

combat these issues can also help improve your overall mental focus. Through the practice of 

yoga, you can become more aware of your emotional, mental and physical health. Yoga and 

meditation can help us in many ways that include: Weight Management, Flexibility, Strength, 

Decreased Stress, Concentration and sharpness.

Ozone Depletion describes a slow, steady decline of about 4% per decade in the total 

volume of ozone in Earth's stratosphere (the ozone layer) since the late 1970s, and a much larger, 

but seasonal, decrease in stratospheric ozone over Earth's Polar Regions during the same period. 

Ozone is present in the stratosphere. The Stratosphere reaches 30 miles above the Earth, and at 

the very top, it contains ozone. Ozone is a bluish gas that is formed by three atoms of oxygen. 

The form of oxygen that humans breathe in consists of two oxygen atoms, o2. The higher regions 

of the stratosphere contain about 90% of all ozone. The main cause of Ozone Depletion is the 

release of [CFCs], chlorofluorocarbons. The production and emission of [CFCs], 

chlorofluorocarbons, is by far the leading cause. There, the chlorine atom is removed from the 

CFC and attracts one of the three oxygen atoms in the ozone molecule. The process continues, 

and a single chlorine atom can destroy over 1, 00,000 molecules of ozone. Even 1% of the ozone 

layer are depleted, 2% more UV-B is able to reach the surface of the planet. A UV-B increase is 

one of the most harmful consequences of ozone depletion because it can cause skin cancer. 

However, many environmentalists felt the treaty did ―too little, too late‖, as the Natural resource 

defense council put it. By the year 2020, the US and twelve Nations in Europe have agreed to 

ban all use and production of CFCs. This will be highly significant because these countries 

produce three-quarters of the CFCs in the world. Most ozone depletion is the result of human 

activities. Making small changes in our habits can make a huge difference in our future. Reduce 

and minimize the usage of coolers, cooling agents and keep our ozone safe for our future 

generations.

The 

SagradaFamilia also features a Magic Square within the 

Passion façade – an arrangement where the numbers in all 

columns, rows and diagonals add up to the same sum: in 

this case, 33. TheMagic Constant, or M is the constant sum 

in every row, column and diagonal and can be represented 

by the following formula M = n (n^2 +1)/2.

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THREE R‟S ABOUT GLOBAL WARMING 

 

Global warming is the overall increase in the temperature of the Earth. Just a small rise in 

temperature (2˚F or 1.1 ˚C) can have serious effects on climatic conditions and weather changes. 

REASONS 

Getting warmer at a high speed:  Increase in an emission of gases, the Earth‘s temperature has 

increased. 

GREENHOUSE EFFECT:  The carbon cycle In a natural cycle carbon flows between land, 

sea, and sky. But these natural cycles have been thrown off balance as human activities are 

adding so much carbon to the atmosphere. 

BURNING FOSSIL FUELS: When we burn coal, gas, or oil, millions of year‘s worth of stored 

carbon enters the atmosphere in seconds. This extra carbon disturbs the natural cycles. 

INCREASING NUMBER OF PEOPLE: One of the greatest factors in global warming is the 

increasing number of people on the Earth. This has led to a massive rise in the levels of 

greenhouse gases in the Earth‘s atmosphere. 

 REACTIONS 

MELTING OF ICE:  Every year the enormous ice sheets of the Arctic are get smaller. A large 

number of glaciers--- the enormous rivers of ice that flow in slow motion down mountains—are 

disappearing completely. Melting of ice contributes to rising sea levels, which could flood land 

and destroy homes in low –lying areas. 

CHANGES IN WEATHER:  Global warming will make numerous wet regions even drier. And 

as sea temperatures go up, existing climate troubles such as drought, desertification, and flooding 

may become universal and more destructive.  

INCREASING DISEASES: As the temperature is rising throughout the world, this can result in 

an increase in infectious diseases. With the rise in temperatures, the mosquitoes that carry 

malaria may spread to new regions. 
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DISAPPEARING WORLD: Losing species ,according to higher temperatures, change in 

rainfall, and extreme weather conditions, make the situation a lot more serious.
